	PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IT’S IMPORTANT
To remind students to demonstrate Bison Pride not only at BGS, but also when they are at home or doing things in the community.  We want BGS students to have a fun summer while they continue being responsible, respectful, and most importantly safe.  We want you back next year!      


	Content
These can be used for discussion purposes, role-plays, for writing prompts, or for topics of debate.

1. “I can’t wait!  School is almost over!”

Do you know what?  The BGS staff can’t wait, either!  We’re all excited about our plans for our time off.  We all need to remember that we are representatives of BGS not only when we are at school, but also when we are outside of school.  We want you to demonstrate Bison Pride at all times by being responsible, respectful, and safe.

2. “But can’t I just be a kid?”

Of course! Have fun!  Do cool stuff, hang out with friends, and play outside!  Just be a kid who makes good choices.  

I’ll bet there have been times when you were going to do something, but there was a little nagging voice inside your head saying,  “Are you SURE this is what you want to do?”  Listen to that voice.  That is your brain trying to get you to put the brakes on.  It is your brain trying to get your attention so you will ask yourself if what you are about to do or say is responsible, respectful, and safe.

3. “So I have to listen to a voice in my head?  What does that mean?”
That voice in your head is called your conscience.  It’s the part of your brain that helps you make good decisions.    When that voice speaks up, it means there is a decision you have to make.  At that point you need to ask yourself:
· Is what I am about to do going to make someone else feel bad? 

· Is what I am about to do going to cause embarrassment to me or my family? 

· Is what I am about to do illegal? 

· Is what I’m about to do going to cause some harm to another person or to a local business?

· Is what I am about to do dangerous to me or dangerous to someone else?

· If my actions were on the front page of the newspaper, would I be proud of myself or embarrassed?

· Would my choice destroy my life, someone else’s life, or ruin my chances of being successful?

4. “Whoa!  What could I possibly do that would destroy my life?  I’m just a kid!”

Well, you could do something illegal.  You could hurt someone else.  You could hang out with kids who pressure you to make bad choices just so you can “belong” to their group.  You could ride your bike carelessly and get hit by a car.  You could push a joke too far and hurt someone.   You could steal and end up with a criminal record.

5. “I wouldn’t do any of that stuff!”

WE KNOW!  That’s because this year at BGS you have learned Bison Pride and how to stay SAFE, act RESPONSIBLY, and be RESPECTFUL.  As a result, you know how to be successful.   Most of you will make the right choices and will have a wonderful summer.  Just remember, when you wonder if you should do something, think of Bison Pride!  If you do that you’ll have a safe and happy summer.

3. If you witness someone outside of school not being responsible, respectful, or safe, how should you respond?  
4. If appropriate, share a time when you made a bad choice outside of school.
